Tires worked great and | out qualified
everyone except for Mini on hoosier rains. That included classes from Vipers in ST to the entire 944
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spec field. Rain was about as bad as possible with a 10 foot wide river across the track in one spot. |
would hit puddle and hyrdoplane off till | touched the curb. That kept me on track. Of course no tire
worked well there.

Then in wet in to drying track | started 2nd overall maintained position except for the viper on proper
racing rain tires (goodyear rains) passed me. So those tires worked great in hard rain and intermediate
conditions.
