- Oil pan windage tray

These are cheap and greatly limit the oil aeration which is a factor in rod bearing bearing failures. There
is little if any difference in performance only longetivity. This would be optional but allowed.

- Crank Scraper

Like the windage tray this helps to return the oil to the sump without being aerated and increasing the oil
available at the sump. This would add longetivity and would be optional.
