Call Phil's Tire Service and ask for more info. I worked directly with Phil and the rep from Jongbloed
wheels on developing the proposal listed on the first page. Jongbloed already has the design and can do
both offsets in a wheel that weighs about 13.5 pounds. Early/Late at minimum weight design are about
.5 pounds different, but both offsets can have enough material added to be 15 pounds if needed. PTS
had quoted early spring as avialable date for a Jongbloed wheel which met the 15 pound criteria for our
class.
